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Introduction

Mudrabharati is a novel and unified fingerspelling system for Indic scripts in
general. It can be used by the hearing impaired in India for their educational
activities in Indian language media. In the fingerspelling system used in
American Sign Language (ASL), a signing system used the world over, gestures
are used to emulate the shapes of the English alphabet. A fingerspelling system
based on the shape of the characters is not suitable for Indic scripts. For this
reason, Mudrabharati is designed based on the underlying phonetics of the Indic
scripts. Therefore, Mudrabharati emerges as a universal fingerspelling system for
Indian languages.
